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Step by Step to Housing

Before your arrival in Ingolstadt, 
you will have to find housing. On 
the next few slides, we will show 

you how and where to look.

Apartment hunting

You conclude a rental agreement 
with your landlord. Perhaps, the 

landlord will also ask you to 
complete a form with your 

personal and financial information.

Contract

The 1st rent and the rental deposit 
usually need to be paid before the 

start of the contract, and the 
monthly rent usually needs to be 

paid by the 1st of each month.

Payments

You can usually move in on the 1st or 
15th of each month. You make an 

appointment with your landlord for 
the handover of the keys.

Moving in

Contact your landlord early with 
the day of your departure. The 
landlord takes back the keys and 
checks the apartment for damages.

Moving out



„Everything is in German…“
You will find during your search for an apartment that many of the 
advertisements, forums, and documents are in German. If you do not yet 
have any or only limited knowledge of German, don’t let this discourage 
you!

A helpful "survival tool" is DeepL – a free online translator known for 
providing high-quality translations. You can also use AI-powered tools like 
ChatGPT to translate and even help rephrase or summarize content quickly.

Most web browsers, such as Google Chrome or Microsoft Edge, offer 
translation plug-ins or built-in tools that automatically translate websites 
for you. These can be particularly useful when browsing German housing 
platforms.

And – don‘t forget – you can always turn to the International Office if you
have any questions or need help!

Furnished apartments that have their own bathroom, 
kitchenette and balcony. The dormitories often include a fitness 
room and a laundry room. The apartments have an average size 
of 21 – 34 qm and cost € 505-660 per month.

URBAN.IN
Brand new dormitory

The furnished apartments have their own bathroom and 
kitchenette. Average size 20 – 46 qm, from € 620 per month. 
The dormitory includes a sports field on the roof, a fitness room, 
a laundry room and a library. Website and contracts in English.

Student Aparts West
Single apartments and shared flats

Furnished apartments with own bathroom and kitchenette. 
Average size is 22 – 39 qm for single and 10 – 28 qm for shared 
flats. The apartments cost between € 390 – 700 per month –
depending on the shared or single apartment type. 

The private dormitories 
have a higher rent than the 
public ones, but the 
chances of finding an 
apartment are much higher, 
too.

They have an average size of 17 – 27 qm and 
cost about € 300 – 370 per month – depending on the 
dormitory.

The apartments are furnished, have their own bathroom and a 
kitchenette. They have an average size of 21 – 22 qm and cost 
about € 205-335 per month.

If possible, do not hesitate 
to reach out in German (if 
it’s with the help of a 
translator, mention your 
limited German skills). Some 
landlords do not speak 
English (well) and would, 
therefore, be more 
comfortable with German.

My name is [your name], and I am interested in the apartment you advertised 
on [platform/website name]. I am an exchange student from [your country] 
and will be studying at the Catholic University of Eichstätt-Ingolstadt (WFI 
Ingolstadt) for [e.g., 6 months], from [e.g., 1 October] to [e.g., 28 February].

I am quiet, friendly, and reliable. I always pay my rent on time and will also 
submit any required documents on time. I will be renting the apartment 
alone and have no pets or car. I am primarily in Germany to get to know the 
culture and the country. So, I will often be on the road on weekends.

During my exchange semester in Ingolstadt, a local student (my so-called 
“Buddy”) will help me move in and out, as well as in case of any language 
barriers. The International Office of the Catholic University of Eichstätt-
Ingolstadt will also be available in case of any questions and to assist with 
communication.

Rental Contract



Rental Contract

Often, rental contracts have to be concluded for a minimum duration of 6 months.

The rent is usually quoted as “kalt” (cold) and there are other costs that need to 
be paid for. These include heating, water, electricity, and internet. The rental 
contract also states these costs as “Nebenkosten” (additional fees) or is quoted as 
“warm” when the additional fees are included.

In addition, it is very likely that a deposit has to be paid to the landlord. This 
usually amounts to 1 – 2 “cold” rents. The deposit serves as a security for the 
landlord if the rent is not paid or if damage is caused to the apartment.

If you live on your own, you must pay the German TV/radio/internet contribution 
of € 18.36 per month (subject to change). If you live in a shared flat, you and your 
flatmates can share this fee equally.

In the ZIP file you have received, you will find a sample rental contract in English! 
Ask your landlord whether he would accept concluding this contract with you.



Handover Protocol



Handover Protocol
In case the landlord does not use a handover protocol himself, 
we highly recommend using the sample handover protocol you 
will find in the ZIP file you received.

The protocol should be completed and signed by you and the 
landlord when you move into and out of your apartment. 

The protocol works as proof of the actual state of the 
apartment when it was handed over, which is very important in 
case the landlord claims later on that you caused damage to 
the apartment which you did not.
